Revegetate your state - Putting it back together

Clearing our land happened in WA up until 2004. Then we stopped to think. Now we need to recreate the biodiversity in our land that helps us live, breathe and produce from the land.

The Men Of The Trees, the not-for-profit environmental organisation, has set itself a massive task and they need your help. They want to revegetate the Western Australian Wheatbelt and are looking for planting sites to produce well-designed, large-scale revegetation projects and help re-create biodiversity across the region.

They are looking for environmentally keen catchment groups or a group of neighbouring land managers to donate land along creek lines, tree lines etc for a large-scale revegetation project commencing in 2011. They are not asking for farm land and the project will be of no cost to you.

The Men Of The Trees team will then work in harmony with local farmers to create a project that will:
· Halt wind and water erosion to keep valuable top soil in place;
· Utilise excess ground water to halt salinity and water logging; and
· Act as living bridges so native fauna can move across the landscape. 

For the initial project, they are looking for a group located within two hours of Perth and to expand on this range as the project develops.  Planting will start across several farms in 2011.
