Carbon Neutral to become a wholly owned 
subsidiary of Men of the Trees WA.

Men of the Trees and Carbon Neutral Ltd are 
currently engaged in a transition process with 
the intention of varying the legal relationship 
between the two organisations. This is to 
better reflect the original purpose for which  
Carbon Neutral was established and to ensure 
that Carbon Neutral Ltd is able to operate as 
effectively as possible.  Through a consultative 
process it was decided that Carbon Neutral Ltd 
will become a wholly owned subsidiary of 
Men of the Trees. This transition process is 
expected to be completed in early 2010.

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Men of the Trees, a not for profit organisation now in its 30th year of 
operations, continues to work with landowners to improve the 
environment through mass plantings of native biodiverse species in 
degraded areas. In 2009 MOTT and its subsidiary Carbon Neutral are 
seeking landowners with in excess of 10 hectares to take up the 
opportunity for free plantings with financial incentives for the 
sequestration of carbon. MOTT will also work with landowners seeking 
to develop commercial crops such as Oil Mallee and Sandalwood.

York Farmers tell their Revegetation Story

Robyn and Terry Davies shown here with MOTT field worker Jo 
Wheeler on their property along 6 Mile Brook near York are very 
pleased with the results of their planting of around 47,000 seedlings 
and hope to add to this in the future. 

The seedlings planted less than a year ago by volunteers have had a 
75% growth success rate.  

The reason Robyn and Terry pursued the program was out of interest 
for the environment having experienced high levels of salinity and 
erosion around the creek line. The land was degraded and unsuitable 
for any development. However since the planting Robyn and Terry 
have noticed a marked difference in the land with reductions in both 
salinity and waterlogging. 

Robyn and Terry said they would highly recommend the plantings to 
other landowners. “The results speak for themselves” they said. In 
addition Terry said the water flowing into the creek is now fresher and 
this will in turn mean improved water quality in our river systems. 

Once the seedlings have grown sufficiently the Davies plan to 
reintroduce sheep to the area thus extending the arable land on the 
property as well as providing shade and shelter for stock. They will be 
guaranteed for the longevity of the project as part of the program 
requires the trees to be protected by a carbon covenant plus the 
registration of the Carbon Rights.

Reveg Team Plantings

The Reveg Team is a branch of MOTT coordinating tree 
plantings for Carbon Neutral and other smaller contracts. Staff 
includes Erin Keeffe, Joanna Smartt, Kris Griffin, Joanne 
Wheeler and Julian Fletcher. This year 500 000 seedlings will be 
planted for Carbon Neutral, 60 000 seedlings for infill into last 
year's Carbon Neutral plantings and a further 6000 seedlings as 
other contracts.
There are not many volunteer plantings this season due to site 
location and the increase of corporate group plantings through 
Carbon Neutral Ltd. The majority of the seedlings will be 
planted by outside contractors requiring close supervision by 
the Reveg Team staff.  Our aim this year is to have all sites record 
a minimum 80% survival rate.
